MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
January 20, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 20th day of January, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Wickham, and Brown.  Also attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Water Superintendent Dietz, Attorney Duncan, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Candy Kuntz, Lindsey Connot, Ginger Jensen and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of January 20, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Wickham and seconded by Brown to approve the minutes from January 6, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, and Davis. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of January 6- January 20, 2009.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Brown to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Brown, and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the Treasurer’s Report. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the delinquent account of Virginia Dickinson.  Virginia was present to direct the Council. Discussion included:  Virginia has applied for State Assistance along with local banks for a loan. At the time of the meeting she had not been awarded any assistance.  The State will notify her on January 22nd, about any benefits she may be receiving.  Council felt that the time between notification from the State and our scheduled disconnect day on the 27th, was sufficient.  If no assistance was awarded and no payments have been made by the 27th, the Council will proceed with disconnection.

 Mayor opened the floor to the Sponsorship of High School Bowling Federation.   Mayor tabled the item as Rich Soderholm was not yet present.
Mayor opened the floor to Miller & Associates to discuss a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG).  Candy Kuntz was present to direct the Council.  Discussion included: The City is looking at a CDBG grant to help fund the paving projects of Brown Street from Highway 136 to 10th Street and paving 10th Street from Brown to Division.  Candy discussed the process of applying for a grant and gave details on how an application is scored.  The City of Alma qualifies for the grant which would need to be submitted by April 14, 2009. The maximum grant award is now $350,000 in which the City would have to match a minimum amount of 25%.  Candy explained that when scoring an application if a City would match more than the minimum amount they would receive more points.  There are several steps the City will need to complete before the application can be submitted.  Those steps include: holding a Community Needs Meeting and a Public Hearing, conducting an Environmental Review and making a commitment of matching funds for the project. Council felt it was in the City’s best interest to proceed with the necessary steps to apply for the CDBG grant. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to give Miller & Associates the approval to proceed with the CDBG grant application for the paving projects on Brown St.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion made.  Motion carried.  Further Discussion included the matching funds amount.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to proceed with the grant application with the City matching 35% of those funds.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, and Brown. Lindsay Connot was also present with Miller & Associates to discuss the merger between Tagge Engineering and Miller & Associates.  The City shouldn’t see any changes at this time, other than receiving the grant writing services from the Miller & Associates office.
Mayor opened the floor to the Grant Administration.  Discussion included:  The City will need to solicit for Grant Administration proposals for the CDBG project contingent on the release of funds.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to solicit for Grant Administration proposals for the CDBG project contingent on the release of funds.  There be no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the Auditorium sound system.  Discussion included:  Yanda’s Music out of Kearney inspected the current equipment.  The speakers seemed to be working fine, but the soundboard is outdated and repair parts are not available.  Yanda’s gave an estimate of approximately $600 to replace the soundboard.  Arts Council frequently uses the building and would appreciate the updated system.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to purchase the new soundboard from Yanda’s Music.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Online Utility Billing.  Discussion included:  The new program would allow current utility customers to have the option of receiving their utility bills online.  This program would benefit customers as they could review their current and past billings.  The program would initially have a set up charge, but the City Staff expects the savings in postage, office supplies and time to out weigh that initial cost.  Motion made by Brown seconded by Wickham to purchase the Online Utility Billing program.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Brown, Wickham, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  Information on how utility customers can get set up on this new program will be included in the February Newsletter 

Mayor returned to the Sponsorship of the High School Bowling Federation. Discussion included: Mayor explained Rich Soderholm was requesting funds from the City to help cover membership costs. The bowling team isn’t a sanctioned sport within the school, therefore receives no school funding.  Davis informed the Council that the Parrot Theatre Board voted at their last meeting to contribute funds.  Council felt it was in their best interest to table the item until Rich could attend a meeting.

Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:   Davis discussed the City’s website and the possibility of it providing a link to the Parrot Theater show bill. Attorney Duncan discussed the easement issue, Westerbecks were to be adding dirt coverage over the sewer main this week, and would work on the culvert this spring.  Negotiations between the property owners are ongoing.  Brown informed the Council that the City was awarded the area Baseball Tournament that will be held July 15-21.  Brown was also approached by a resident of Alma making complaints about a neighbor.  Brown will inform the resident they will need to fill out a complaint form located at City Hall.  Administrator Waring informed the Council he has been selected as an alternate on the South Central Economic Development Board.  Also, he is continuing to work on the Economic Stimulus program project.  Mayor informed the Council that he was approached by Joe Torrey in regards to the 619 Main property.  Joe is interested in removing wood trim from the building.  Council felt this would need to be negotiated with the current owner Conrad Bose, and should be done before the City takes ownership February 15, 2009.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to adjourn at 6:37p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
