MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
January 6, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 6th day of January, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Wickham Brown.  Also attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Utility Superintendent Pfeil, Attorney Duncan, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Kara Koetter, Greg Lakin, Darold Tagge, Bruce Raddatz, Lindsey Connot, Carol Caspers, Ginger Jensen and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of January 6, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Boston and seconded by Wickham to approve the minutes from December 16, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, Davis and Brown. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of December December 16, 2008- January 6, 2009.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included:  Amount shown for warrants is a revised amount.  Treasurer Wilson found the error that was made over a year ago then had the banks verify the amounts.  Children’s CD is coming due.  Council felt that the playground equipment should be paid for and the remaining should remain in the CD. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the delinquent account of Kara Koetter.  Kara requested the Council go into executive session to discuss her personal account.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to go into executive session at 5:35pm. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  Motion carried. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to close the executive session at 5:40pm. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis, and Brown.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the 2009 Street Superintendent.   Darold Tagge was present to direct the Council.  Tagge Engineering has been the Street Superintendent in the past.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis to approve Tagge Engineering as the 2009 Street Superintendent.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis, Brown, and Wickham.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion on the environmental reviews needed for plans and specs in order to proceed with the applications for Federal funds for South Street.  Bruce Raddatz was present from Tagge Engineering to direct the Council.  In regards to the South Street project and applying for the upcoming Economic Development Stimulus Package there are necessary steps we have to follow. Necessary permits and environmental studies will need to be approved before the applications can be submitted. Bruce also provided the Council with cost estimates for the South Street project that include the streets from Highway 183 to Lincoln Street.  The current cost estimate is $645,840.  South Street at one time was a federal route, therefore making it applicable for the stimulus package. Other cost estimates were provided for the projects of 10th Street from Brown Ave to Division with an estimated cost of $85,000 and Brown Ave from Highway 136 to 10th with an estimated cost of $269,000.  All cost estimates are for cement concrete paving.  Council asked Tagge to draw up an agreement discussing each project separately for the next Council Meeting.  The item will be placed on the next meetings agenda.  Council also mentioned that at the next meeting they would be holding the public hearing for the 1 & 6 Year Street Plan.

Mayor opened the floor to the Utility Easements that provide the City access on properties. Discussion included:  In a new subdivision the City was granted a 33ft. easement in 1988.  In 2007 a private party was granted a 50ft. easement which overlapped the area that was previously granted to the City.  The concern is that the City has a sewer main that runs to the west of the new subdivision.  During the construction phases of the new properties dirt has been excavated from our easement so that the sewer main is only covered by approximately 3ft. of dirt.  Prior to the excavation the coverage was between 6 and 8 ft.  Without adequate coverage the sewer main could freeze and crack.  Another concern is that a driveway has been constructed and a culvert is now discharging water over the sewer main causing erosion. Council felt it was in the best interest to work with the property owners to see if all issues could be resolved.  Attorney Duncan will work on this issue.
Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:  Brown was approached by Cliff Steinhauser is having problems with the cable tv reception with channels 4 & 5 at his business location.  There have been some improvements with channel 5 since the station has gone digital.  Council is being optimistic that once all channels are digital on February 15 everyone will see an improvement.  Davis thought the Council should still encourage Pinpoint to follow through with the provisions in our contract.  City Administrator Waring will contact them again. Greg Lakin addressed the Council about his concern for other streets in town that need to be addressed.  The south side of Main Street and the lack of water drainage continually creates problems with ice.  Greg has observed people falling on the ice and is concerned about any liability issues.  Another street concern is a section of 1st street that has a 2 in. curb in the middle of the street.  Council assured Greg that streets are of a main concern and at the next meeting we will be having a public hearing regarding the 1 & 6 Year Street Plans. Greg also made a comment on the trees along Main Street.  Greg has replaced the concrete around the tree once and it is broken up again for a second time.  Greg would like Council to do something about the trees.  Council suggested that Greg get with other concerned business owners and either draw up a petition or approach the Council as a group.  LaDonna Schluterbusch told the Council that Tamco has settled the claim on the shingles for the Library.    They have given a certificate for over ½ of the shingles needed to re-shingle along with a monetary settlement to help cover the labor expense.  The plan is to shingle the Library and address the soffitt problem this spring.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to adjourn at 6:43p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
