MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
November 18, 2008
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 18th day of November, 2008 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Wickham and Waggoner.  Also attending; Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Utility Superintendent Pfeil,  Water Superintendent Dietz, Street Superintendent Dunse, Ron and Monica Latter, Michelle Janicek, Don Calkins, Jason Wilcox, Attorney Duncan, and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker called the regular meeting of November 18, 2008 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Wickham, Waggoner, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Waggoner that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Waggoner, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Boston and seconded by Davis to approve the minutes from November 18, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Waggoner and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of November 4 – November 18, 2008.  Motion made by Waggoner seconded by Wickham to approved the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Waggoner, Wickham, Davis, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Boston to approved the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Waggoner, Wickham, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the Alma Development Corporation.  Don Calkins was present to direct the Council.  The City budgets $10,000 annually to be used by the Corporation.  The money will go towards the debt of obtaining the new dentist.  The Corporation has no future plans at this time.  Motion made by Waggoner seconded by Wickham to approve the payment of $10,000.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Waggoner, Wickham, Davis, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Fairbanks International request to add antennas to the water tower.  Item will be tabled until a representative attends a meeting. 

Mayor opened the floor to the Trash Contract with South Central Sanitation.  Ron and Monica Latter were present to direct the Council.  Ron provided the Council with a breakdown of trash charges among other communities, fuel cost comparisons, and a list of community involvements. Council was pleased with their past performance, and feel South Central does an excellent job. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the 3 year Trash Contract as provided. The contract lists increases of 10%, 8%, and 5% consecutively over the 3 year period.  There is also a fuel adder surcharge that will be included. There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Waggoner. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the properties Super Outpost Motel and 621 Main.  Discussion included:  Ann Doubet has been in contact with Attorney Duncan and Councilman Waggoner.  Siding is expected to be completed per the agreement over Thanksgiving weekend, and the cars will be removed by December 1, 2008.  Attorney Duncan has drafted a letter to Doubet listing some of the consequences the City is considering if the agreement isn’t adhered to.  Mayor Haeker spoke of concerns that he has with residents who receive letters concerning utilities and nuisances.  The Council will work with residents to rectify the situation, but the City runs into problems when residents don’t keep their word.  This situation puts the Council in a difficult situation.  Mayor Haeker is suggesting that going forward, that when the Council makes any form of agreement, also listed will be the consequences that will be adhered to if the agreement is not met.  In regards to the Doubet property, Council will have Attorney Duncan send a letter stating that the vehicles need to be removed by December 1, 2008. If Doubet fails to comply the City will remove the vehicles on December 2, 2008.  All charges associated with this activity will be accessed to Doubet.  Council will review this issue at the next Council meeting.
Mayor opened the floor to the property of 621 Main.  Discussion included:  Attorney spoke with Conrad Bose who currently owns the adjacent property 619 Main.  Bose has indicated he would sell the building to the City.  Attorney Duncan felt that disclosure of the price should take place in closed session.  Motion made by Waggoner seconded by Wickham to go into Executive Session at 6:00pm to discuss the purchase price of 619 Main and to revise the drafted letter by Attorney Duncan.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Waggoner to come out of Executive Session at 6:10pm.  
Mayor opened the floor to the Sex Offender Ordinance.  Discussion included:  State Statues only restrict offenders who are a category 3.  Category 3 offenders are not allowed to reside less than 500ft. to a school or childcare facility. The item will be tabled until the next Council Meeting.  Attorney Duncan will provide Council with a copy of the drafted ordinance. 
Mayor opened the floor to the Rotary Winterfest special liquor license.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the license for their event December 1, at the Johnson Center.  There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Waggoner. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Business Directory and Vacation Guide.  Council was shown the advertisement that was used last year and the cost is $200.  The guide is available throughout the state.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to advertise in the 2009 Directory.  There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Waggoner.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the Harlan Holiday Advertisement.  Council was shown the advertisement from last year.  Michelle Janicek informed the Council that the format of the advertisement has changed.  The cost of the advertisement is $275.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Waggoner to approve the advertisement in the Harlan Holiday.  There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Waggoner, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Library Board.  Toni Torrey would like to serve for a second term ending in 2012.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Boston to approve Torrey for a second term.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, Wickham, and Waggoner.

Mayor opened the floor to the City Administrator.  Mayor Haeker would like to nominate Steve Waring to serve as City Administrator.  Waring has previously worked as a Clerk, Treasurer, and City Administrator. Discussion included:  he will be purchasing a home within the City limits and will be starting before the end of the month. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the nomination of Steve Waring as City Administrator.  There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Waggoner.

Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:  Davis brought up the pot holes in streets and referenced 3rd Street and Kennedy Avenue.  Boston is concerned with people raking leaves and either placing them in neighbors yards or putting them into the street.  Leaves in the street would be considered the same as grass clippings, and violators could be accessed a fine for littering.  Clerk Gall received a bid of $650 to repair the roof from Dobberstein Roofing.  1 & 6 year Street Hearing has been set for December 16th, and would also like to add bond issue to agenda at that time.  Clerk has received complaints that the new street sweeper wasn’t being used to clean up the leaves.  Russ informed the Council that the sweeper will only pick up the leaves once they are dry.  The sweeper will be out Friday and the week of Thanksgiving to address those issues.  Treasurer Wilson brought up the issue of seasonal employees filing for unemployment and if we rehire them.  Mayor Haeker brought up a letter from Don Jardon in regards to the walking group using the Auditorium for the winter.  Mayor Haeker also brought up the fluoridation issue and asked the Council when they felt the City should begin.  The item wasn’t budgeted for therefore, the City will wait until the next fiscal year to implement it.

Motion made by Waggoner seconded by Wickham to adjourn the meeting at 6:35 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Waggoner, Wickham, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
