MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
November 4, 2008
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 4th day of October, 2008 at 4:00 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Wickham and Waggoner.  Also attending; Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Utility Superintendent Pfeil, Attorney Duncan, and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker called the regular meeting of November 4, 2008 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Wickham, Waggoner, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Waggoner that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Waggoner, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Davis and seconded by Wickham to approve the minutes from October 21, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Waggoner and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of October 21-November 4, 2008.  Motion made by Waggoner seconded by Wickham to approved the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Waggoner, Wickham, Davis, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Waggoner to approved the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Waggoner, Wickham, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the US Cellular antenna issue.  Jesse Hernandez was present to direct the Council.  Jesse provided the Council with drawings that illustrated the company plans for adding a repeater and two antennas to the water tower. The antennas would be attached to the railing on the water tower that would be connected to a repeater.  This repeater would enhance the coverage for US Cellular users within the City limits.  Council would like to table the issue to resolve any possible problems with the company responsible for the water tower maintenance and for Attorney Duncan to review the contract agreement.
Mayor opened the floor to the Fairbanks International request to add antennas to the water tower.  Tom Christensen was unable to attend the meeting, and the item will be placed on the next agenda. 

Mayor opened the floor to the Veteran’s Memorial.  Gary Wheeler was present to direct the Council.  Gary informed the Council the main construction has been completed.  They will be installing flag poles and benches.  Gary would also like to take out the white posts along the drive and replace with a 2 rail pvc fence.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Waggoner to approve the construction of a fence.  There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Waggoner, Davis and Boston. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the red flag rules resolution.  Discussion included:  this is a federal mandate and we are required to be in compliance.  Attorney Duncan was in contact with the League of Municipalities regarding the issue.  The City currently has safeguards in place, but needed to have them in written format.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the Resolution 2009-1.

RESOLUTION NO 2009-1
WHEREAS, the City of Alma, Nebraska, is a retail seller of gas, water, sewer, and trash services; and

WHEREAS, Public Law 108-159 went into effect on December 4, 2003; and

WHEREAS, The City of Alma, is , as defined under 15 U.S.C.  Section 1681a (r) (5), a creditor that maintains and offers accounts for utility services; and

WHEREAS, the City of Alma does collect personal identification information, such as copies of drivers licenses or social security numbers; and

WHEREAS, there has been no history of identity theft using information from utility or other records owned by the City of Alma; and

WHEREAS, there does exist the possibility of the theft of personal identification information, credit card numbers, and checking account records from checks used in payment of utility charges; and

WHEREAS, there exists the possibility that persons may use or apply for utility services using a stolen identity; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City of Alma to comply with federal law;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council that the “City of Alma Identity Theft Prevention Program,” attached hereto, and marked “Exhibit A” be adopted.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Clerk shall report annually to the City Council in compliance with 16 C.F.R. SS 681.s;
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Clerk review the policies from time to time in order to update policies as needed.

Mayor opened the floor to the property of 621 Main.  Discussion included:  Property owner hasn’t complied with his agreement.  Council weighed the options of cleaning up property themselves or waiting for property owner to comply.  The element of risk associated with the City cleaning up the property was also a factor.  Council felt Attorney Duncan should contact property owner informing him of his failure to act, and that the City will have no choice but to proceed with legal action.  Attorney Duncan will also send a copy of the Engineer report to Conrad Bose that explains the necessary steps that need to be taken to the exposed wall to eliminate any further damages to the building.  Council also felt the scaffolding needed to be removed.
Mayor opened the floor to the employment agreement between the City and Steve Waring.  Discussion included:  Steve hasn’t seen the final draft but is aware of the changes made to the length of vacation from 3 weeks to 2 weeks, and the changes in the waiting period to participate in the pension plan.  Council discussed that the City Administrator should live within the City limits or within its’ jurisdiction.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Waggoner to approve the employment agreement between the City of Alma and Steve Waring.  There being no discussion upon the motion made upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Waggoner, Davis, and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included: Davis asked Attorney Duncan to review LB1099 in regards to sex offenders and the proximity of their residence with schools and daycare facilities.  Attorney Duncan will review LB1099 and bring any necessary changes to City Ordinances to the next meeting. Attorney Duncan received a letter from Neil Fees regarding a building west of town.  Russ will take pictures and issue will be forwarded onto the Board of Health.  Wickham brought up the agreement with Larry Doubet and that the unlicensed vehicles haven’t been removed, and the building isn’t completed.  Attorney Duncan will send Doubet a letter informing him of his violation with the agreement.  Wickham also wanted an update on the water tower.  The tower should be filled November 5.  After it is filled the water will need to be tested, and once the test results are received if there are no problems, the water will be made available for distribution.  Wickham was also concerned with the large number of pot holes in the streets.  Russ has been pricing the materials to fix and issues will be addressed.  Treasurer Wilson informed the council that Alltel credited the City $25 for the time we were out of service.  Wilson also mentioned there were no disconnects this month.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Waggoner to adjourn the meeting at 5:10 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Waggoner, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
