February 17, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 17th day of February, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston and Brown.  Also attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan,  Water Superintendent Dietz, Street Superintendent Dunse, Utility Superintendent Pfeil, Marty Wolfe, Ruby Hardin, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Cathy House, Ginger Jensen and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of February 17, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Boston, Brown, Davis, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Brown and seconded by Davis to approve the minutes from February 3, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Davis, and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of February 3-17, 2009.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Brown to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the Treasurer’s Report. Motion made by Brown seconded by Boston to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Boston, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the Public Hearing for the One and Six Year Road Improvement Plan at 5:40p.m. Discussion included:  Darold Tagge was present to discuss the one and six plan. Three large projects estimated at 1 million that include South Street from Hwy 183 to Jewell, and Brown Street from Hwy 136 to 10th St. and 10th St. from Brown St. to Division St. are currently being looked at.  The City is undergoing the process of applying for a CDBG grant and the Economic Development Stimulus Package to help fund those projects. 
Councilmember Davis introduced the following Resolution 2009-1 and moved for its adoption.  BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ALMA, NEBRASKA, AS FOLLOWS:

                       









                    That in accordance with Chapter 39, Article 21 of the Statues of the State of Nebraska and as prescribed by the Board of Public Roads Classifications and Standards, notice of public hearing on the One and Six Year Road Improvement Plans for Alma has been given by publication in a legal newspaper of general circulation within Alma and has been posted in at least three places in Alma to be held at the City Office on the 17th  day of February, 2009, at 5:30 p.m., for the purpose of hearing comments and objections to said plans. That upon said hearing held this 17th day of February, 2009, the City Council finds that the plans submitted are adequate for the purposed prescribed by law and that the same should be approved.  Council members Davis, Boston, and Brown voted “AYE” and the following Council members voted “NAY”.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said Resolution adopted.

Mayor closed the public Hearing for the One and Six Year Road Improvement Plan at 5:58p.m.
Mayor opened the floor to the FY09 Street Maintenance Schedule. Discussion included:  This is an aggressive schedule that should address a lot of issues and concerns that have been brought up.  There are sections of armour coating, concrete replacement, and tarring.  Mayor Haeker would like to see some tentative dates scheduled on each of the projects and then have the schedule posted on the almacity.com website.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Brown to approve the FY09 Street Maintenance Schedule.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Brown, and Boston.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the summer pool staff and hours. Discussion included:  Marty Wolfe would like to start advertising for lifeguard positions.  Another concern is the wages for those positions.  Marty will be contacting surrounding pools to verify wages.  Also the addition of pool hours last year was a great benefit to the community and season pool passes increased as well.  However, Marty would like the Council to think about changing the weekend hours from 1-8 to 1-6.   Marty has been working with Water Superintendent Dietz on making sure all necessary repairs are completed and that the pool will be opening as scheduled.  Items have been tabled and will placed on the March 3rd agenda. 

Mayor opened the floor to the tarring of the Cemetery Road.  Discussion included:  Administrator Waring informed the Council that he was approached by County Road Superintendent Doug Lennemann to possible cost share the expense of tarring the cemetery and airport road.  Ruby Hardin was present and informed the Council the total cost of the project is just under $5600.  The County would like to see the City pay 50% or $2800 to help fund this project.  The contractor is willing to accept payment in two installments.  This would allow the City to budget for it during the next FY and make payment thereafter.  Council agreed that we need to work together.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Boston to share the cost 50/50 and have item listed as a FY10 project making the payment of $2800 thereafter. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  

Mayor opened the floor to the special liquor license for the Ducks Unlimited Banquet.  The event is scheduled for March 14th at the City Auditorium.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Brown to approve the special liquor license for the Ducks Unlimited Banquet March 14th.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Brown, and Davis.

Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:  Boston is concerned about nuisances and the continual violations of some residents. Council agreed there is a need to get Sheriff’s office more actively involved and ticket nuisances daily until issues are resolved.  Davis brought up the cable reception and that by going digital some channels have better reception, but channel 5 is still a concern.  Steve will contact Pinpoint regarding the issue.  Attorney Duncan informed the Council that the City is officially the owner of properties 619 and 621 Main.  Clerk Gall reminded the Council of the Community Needs meeting that will be held Thursday, March 5, at the Johnson Center at 7p.m.  Brown was contacted by the Arts Council regarding the piano at the Auditorium.  The piano is in need of major repair.  Council felt it was in the best interest of the City to get rid of the piano.  Davis made the comment that if the Arts Council is need of a piano the school is always an option.  Council felt the City should advertise to get rid of the piano. Water Superintendent Dietz made the Council aware that the paint on the North side of the water tower is coming off.  Contractor is aware of issue and will be taking care of it.

Motion made by Brown seconded by Boston to adjourn at 6:42p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Brown, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
