MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
February 3, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 3rd day of February, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Wickham, Boston and Brown.  Also attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Keith Roberts, Cathy House, Ginger Jensen and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of February 3, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Wickham and seconded by Boston to approve the minutes from February 3, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Brown. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of January 20- February 3, 2009.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the Treasurer’s Report. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the delinquent account.  Mayor Haeker explained that the account had been paid in full, therefore no action was needed.
 
Mayor opened the floor to the Board of Health.  Administrator Waring would like to presented the name of Ashley Krohn to fill the medical position on the Board of Health.  Motion made by Brown seconded by Boston to approve Ashley Krohn to fill the medical position on the Board of Health.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Boston, and Wickham.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to land use agreement for the North wells. Council member Davis arrived at 5:40p.m. Discussion included: The agreement was not kept up last year.  Pfeil explained that they had several occasions where they had to mow the weeds.  Pfeil explained that the land is currently planted with wheat. Pfeil thought maybe a warning letter explaining that if the land isn’t taken care of per the agreement the agreement will be revoked. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to give a written warning to Ron Robison.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion made.  Motion carried.  
Mayor opened the floor to the property of 621 Main.  Discussion included:  Attorney Duncan spoke with Jason Nagy where Nagy offered to immediately deed the property to the City along with paying $500.  After the initial payment Nagy would continue to pay $1000 per quarter until the $3500 is paid.  Attorney Duncan suggested the City have Nagy sign a promissory note upon collecting the deed.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Brown to accept Jason Nagy’s offer and payment arrangements upon signing the promissory note.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Brown, Boston, and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  Further discussion included: how to handle the brick from the locations, where the City would store it, and if we should advertise for it.  Administrator Waring will check into those options.

Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:   Clerk Gall reminded the Council of some upcoming meetings, Children’s Advisory Committee will be holding a Volunteer Organizational meeting Tuesday, February 10 at the Country Club from 5:30-6:30.  The Community Needs meeting will be held Thursday, March 5, at the Johnson Center at 7p.m.  Wickham will be absent next meeting.  Brown discussed the nuisance procedure and that he is getting several comments on properties in town.  Mayor Haeker explained that with the Board of Health being a full capacity now, they will be scheduling a meeting to discuss some ongoing issues.  Administrator Waring explained that the City wasn’t on the initial Economic Stimulus Program list.  Waring is working with Tagge to check on the status of our application.  Mayor Haeker made some comments on dogs, and that the Sheriff’s office is frequently called to the same location.  Pat Underwood wanted clarification on the Community Needs survey and Administrator Waring explained it was a necessary step for the Community Block Grant the City is applying for.  The Council encourages residents that have ideas on how to improve the roads and other community improvements voice those concerns at the meeting.  Keith Roberts was contacted by an individual who is interested in starting up roller skating again.  Keith doesn’t know the individual but wanted to make sure the City would still be interested in the program.  Council encouraged Keith to have the individual contact the City for the item to be placed on the agenda.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to adjourn at 6:00p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Brown, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
