MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
March 17, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 17th day of March, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham.  Also  attending; Administrator Waring, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, Crystal Massey, Candy Kuntz, Ron Hawley, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of March 3, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Brown and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Davis and seconded by Boston to approve the minutes from March 3, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Brown, Boston and Wickham. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of February March 3, 2009 – March 17, 2009.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Wickham to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, Brown and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: Treasurer request from Council for placement of CD’s that will be maturing this month.  Council directed that CD be placed at the highest rate or matched rate to balance investments in local banks.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the Community Block Grant Public Hearing concerning an application to the Department of Economic Development for a Community Development Block Grant at 5:40 o’clock p.m.  Since there was no one present offer testimony, Mayor left the hearing open until a later time.

Candy Kuntz of Miller Associates reviewed the Community Development Block Grant application requesting $290,210 for street improvements and general administration.  She also reviewed the Citizen Participation Plan and the Action Plan, which came from, the Community Needs Meeting held March 5, 2009 at the Johnson Center.  Street projects were the number one item recommended by those in attendance. Several other projects were highly rated and Mrs. Kuntz advised Council of other funding opportunities that might be considered and applied for including Neighborhood Stabilization Funds from Department of Economic Development, which could be used for demolition of pre-identified blighted and substandard properties.  The City is not required to acquire the property.  It is recommended that the City procure a General Administrator prior to application. 

Council Member Wickham introduced Resolution 2009-2 AUTHORIZING CHIEF ELECTED OFFICIAL TO SIGN APPLICATION FOR CDBG FUNDS and moved its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Council Member Boston.  Council Members Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown voted “AYE” and the following Council Members voted ”NAY”: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said Resolution adopted.

Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to adopt Citizen Participation Plan.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Motion made by Davis and seconded by Boston to approve Action Plan from Community Needs Meeting. There being no discussion made upon the motion and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, Wickham and Brown. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Motion made by Wickham, seconded by Brown to approve making application for Neighborhood Stabilization Funds from Department of Economic Development and request proposals for a general administrator for the project.  There being no discussion made upon the motion and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor asked if any one was present to offer testimony concerning an application to the Department of Economic Development for a Community Development Block Grant.  Since there was no one wishing to offer any testimony the Mayor closed the hearing at 6:00 o’clock p.m.  

Mayor opened the Joseph Torrey Hearing to show cause for why the property located at 205 First Street should not be declared a public nuisance.  Mayor and Council discussed the long time frame (dating back to 2005) and lack of progress meeting time frame agreed upon.  Mr. Torrey cited money and time as main deterrent.  Council advised they want to see steady progress not the periods of inactivity as in the past.  Neighbors are complaining about the effect on their home value and environment.  Council acknowledged that he has met the current Council requirements as of today.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham that the nuisance is abated for now.  There being no discussion made upon the motion and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to Pool Staff, Wages and Hours.  Pool Manager Marty Wolf recommended Pool hours be from 1:00 to 8:00 p.m. Monday thru Friday (with Lap swimming from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m.) and 1:00 to 6:00 p.m. Saturday and Sunday.  She also advised that she will have recommendations for staff and wages and admission rates at the April 7th meeting.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve hours as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to roller skating at the City Auditorium.  Discussion included:  Council reviewed the past contract.  Council Member Brown didn’t think it was fair to have some people using the building for free and making money and others having to pay for similar use.  He felt it should be one way or the other.  Motion by Brown seconded by Wickham to approve the contract with no fee from March 25, 2009 to May 9, 2009.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown Wickham, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
 Mayor opened the floor to discus the amendment of Section 4-402H defining and harmonizing the nuisance ordinances.  The item was tabled to the next meeting.

Mayor opened the floor to discuss how to handle requests for the used playground equipment.  Discussion included: taking no action without a proposal for use: a recommendation from the ball association and whether some equipment should be disposed of.

Mayor opened the floor to discuss Airport Project- Light Runway and Install Beacon.  Discussion included: Ron Hawley updating Council on the project progress.  Council Member Wickham introduced Resolution G02 ADOPTING AND APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF AN AGENCY AGREEMENT WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF AERONAUTICS OF THE STATE OF NEBRASKA FOR PROJECT NO, G02 TO BE SUBMITTED BY THE DEPARTMENT TO THE FEDERAL AVATION ADMINISTRATION TO OBTAIN FEDERAL ASSISTANCE FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE AIRPORT and moved its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Council Member Davis.  Council Members Wickham, Davis, Brown and Boston voted “AYE” and the following Council Members voted ”NAY”: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said Resolution adopted.

Mayor opened the floor to discuss Rate Schedule and service agreement with Kinder Morgan.  Motion by Wickham, seconded by Davis to approve RATE SCHEDULE AND SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH KINDER MORGAN. There being no discussion made upon the motion and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston and Brown. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:  Administrator Waring informed the Council That City Crew will be burning along the shore from the highway to the boat dock when the wind is favorable. 


Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown for adjournment at 7:45 o’clock p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
