MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
March 3, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 3rd day of March, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Wickham, Brown.  Also attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Utility Superintendent Pfeil, Attorney Duncan, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Rick Neilson, Crystal Massey, Keith Roberts, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of March 3, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Brown and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Davis and seconded by Boston to approve the minutes from February 17, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Brown, and Boston.  Abstain:  Wickham. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of February 17 – March 3, 2009. Discussion included:  Treasurer would like to have Council consider paying the National Public Gas Agency bill when it is received.  The City would receive a discount if paid before a certain date. Over the last year the City could have saved approx. $3000 by participating in this.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve paying the discounted price. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis, Wickham and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: 5 CD’s that will be maturing that will be up for discussion at the next meeting. Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the Policy and Procedures.  Discussion included: When the City Administrator was hired his contract listed that he would be eligible to participate in the pension plan immediately.  Our current pension administrator needs us to amend our policy in written format so that everyone is entitled to the same benefit.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to allow pension enrollment for all full time employees immediately upon hiring.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  Further discussion included vacation time for full time employees. One vacation day shall equal (8) eight hours, and one week shall equal (5) five days. The proposal is for 1 week of vacation after one continuous year of service.  2-4 years of services will receive 2 weeks of vacation. 5-9 years of service will receive 3 weeks of vacation and 10 or more years of service will receive 4 weeks of vacation. Vacation not used will be lost, and it will not be paid in lieu of annual vacation time.   Motion made by Boston to approve the list of proposals consisting of pension, vacation, and longevity pay.  There was no seconded motion.  Motion died due to lack of a seconded motion. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the proposal for vacation time.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes: Wickham, Davis and Boston.  Voting no: Brown.  Motion carried. Further discussion included longevity pay. Mayor Haeker commented that no other communities offer this benefit, and those that do offer it in lieu of a salary increase. Current benefit is $10 per year of service for full time employees. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to discuss this issue with the City Staff and table until the 3/17 meeting. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to roller skating at the City Auditorium.  Discussion included:  Crystal Massey would like to get the program running again.  Council would like all parties involved to have time to review the past contract. The contract will then be discussed at the next meeting.  Crystal would like to start advertising the program.  Council felt it would be okay to start advertising now for the program.  Item has been tabled until the next meeting 

Mayor opened the floor to the Special Liquor License request from Fisherman’s Corner.  Discussion included: The license is for a private event at the Johnson Center on March 21.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the special Liquor License for March 21.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:  Attorney Duncan informed the Council of a water meter that broke in a building due to insufficient heat.  Building owner has lawyer and is working with Duncan on the issue.  We also have a utility case that is up for collection that will be going to court on March 6th.  Clerk Gall informed the Council that the company we purchased the playground equipment is requesting the ground be cleared for at least a month to properly dry out before the new construction begins.  Administrator Waring informed the Council they are working on possible Stimulus funds from the Department of Health to use for a water project to replace sections of 2” water main that is undersized and should be 4-6”.  This funding would cover approx. 25% and the City would have to come up with ways to fund the remainder of the project if the City was awarded Stimulus Funds.  With this project they will also be trying to tie in the new radio read meters and possibly some new fire hydrants.  If Stimulus funds are received the project would most likely have to go to bonds.  Councilman Brown is concerned with the old playground equipment and the possibility of it being moved to the ball fields. The Ball Association will have a meeting on the 15th at which time Brown will explain the proper procedures they will need to follow regarding this issue. The Ball Association needs to speak to Council about their intentions and get approval from the Council before any decisions can be made.  Council will also need to discuss how to handle requests for individuals who are requesting old equipment for scrap metal.  Those issues will be placed on the next agenda.  Councilman Davis informed the Council on the Board of Health meeting that was held March 3, 2009.  Seven properties were discussed:  811 7th was declared a public nuisance; 110 James will receive written notification of problems that need to be corrected and if not met the City will abate the nuisance; 205 1st will receive written notification of problems that need to be corrected, and if not met will be declared a public nuisance; AC-2, Lot 2, 3rd Addition was declared a public nuisance; AC-2, All 2nd Addition was declared a public nuisance; 402 1st will receive written notification of problems that need to be corrected; 917 Division was declared a public nuisance.  The next Board of Health meeting will be held on April 7th.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown for adjournment at 6:20 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
