MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
April 21, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 21st day of April, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Wickham.  Also  attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, Marty Wolfe, Gary Wheeler, Candy Kuntz, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Rick Hunter, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of April 17, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  Absent:  Brown.
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Davis and seconded by Boston to approve the minutes from April 7, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, and Wickham. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of April 7, 2009- April 21, 2009. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discuss the Pool Opening date.  Marty Wolfe was present to direct the Council.  Marty would like to officially open the pool on Saturday May 23rd.  However, the pool will need to be ready for swim team practice starting May 18th. This would allow the team two weeks of practice before their first meet on May 30th.  In order for this to work Marty, will need to have the pool prepped this week so that the guards can paint over the weekend.  The pool will need to be filled and chemicals added by May 11th.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve Marty’s proposed dates, pending everything can be completed.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of a reported nuisance.  Gary Wheeler was present to direct the Council.  Discussion included:  The nuisance is an inoperable and unlicensed vehicle that is currently up on blocks being stored outside of his Storage business.  Gary’s concern was that the vehicle was on commercial property.  Currently Gary is using the vehicle for parts.  Attorney Duncan read Ordinance 6-318. Duncan made reference that the vehicle is not necessary to the lawful operation of the business, therefore is in violation of the Ordinance.  Gary felt that he was being singled out and felt that there were other businesses with violations.  Council explained to Gary that the City is pursuing any nuisances that are reported.  There was no motion made.  The Clerk will follow through with the nuisance procedure. 
Mayor opened the floor to the award of grant administration contracts for the street improvement, neighborhood stabilization, and housing rehabilitation grants.  Administrator Waring explained to the Council that the only bid received was from Miller and Associates.  Candy Kuntz from Miller and Associates was present to discuss the bids.  The Administrative fees that will be accessed are contingent upon award of each grant.  The fees will be paid by grant funds and do not require the City to match funds.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Wickham to hire Candy Kuntz from Miller & Associates to be the grant administrator for the street improvement, neighborhood stabilization, and housing rehabilitation grants contingent upon the grant approval. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Neighborhood Stabilization grant.  Candy Kuntz has been working with Administrator Waring to obtain a list of potential structures/homes that would possibly benefit from this program.  The structures/homes listed will be applied for demolition funds. Candy emphasized with the Council that you only want to pursue structures/homes that are vacant.  The application processes in no way ties the listed structures/homes to this grant.  If circumstances were to change, the City could use the projected funds on other structures/homes.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the neighborhood stabilization grant application.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  There will be a public hearing regarding this grant on May 5th.
Mayor opened the floor to the amended and restated interlocal agreement with the National Public Gas Agency- Resolution 2009-3.  Discussion included:  the amendment allows a participant to terminate their participation in the Interlocal Agreement upon less than 3 year’s notice.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Boston to approve Resolution 2009-3 TO APPROVE THE AMENDED AND RESTATED INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT CREATING THE NATIONAL PUBLIC GAS AGENCY.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication. Comments included:  Davis reported that the city wide clean up went well.  There are a few properties that were not cleared due to the nature of the materials.  Duncan informed the Council that an injunction had been filed against Larry Doubet.  Kent Shaffer also contacted him regarding the clean up of his properties.  Waring did look at the properties of concern and reported that clean up is progressing.  Clerk Gall reminded the Council that the playground setup will take place Friday the 24th and Saturday the 25th.  Wickham inquired about the bonds and the repayment of warrants.  Wickham would like to review the payment process.  Treasurer Wilson received a dividend check from Waggoner Insurance in the amount of $7995.83.  Ebilling is officially up and running. Waring has been in contact with another contractor regarding the demolition of 619 Main.  Waring has sent him pictures of the property and is waiting on his estimate.  Waring also informed the Council that termites have been sighted at the Caring Cupboard and in the basement of the Auditorium.  Mayor Haeker informed the Council that he received an anonymous letter.  Mayor Haeker emphasized to the Council that unless a letter is signed, the issue will not be dealt with.  All issues need to be dealt with on a cooperative basis.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston for adjournment at 6:37 o’clock p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Boston, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
