MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
April 7, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 7th day of April, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham.  Also  attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, Marty Wolfe, Crystal Massey, Jack & Chris Lewis, Ed Long, Mike Konert, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Linda Province, Randy Burgess, Chuck Meisenbach, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of April 7, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Boston and seconded by Wickham to approve the minutes from March 17, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, Brown, and Davis. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of March 17, 2009 – April 7, 2009. Discussion included: warrants paid were budgeted. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: CD’s that matured since the last meeting were kept at the same financial institution.  The City has one more CD that will mature on 4/10 and will be changed to a 18 month CD.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discuss the 2009 Pool staff and wages.  Marty Wolfe was present to direct the Council.  Marty provided the Council with wage information from area pools.  Marty expressed her concern with the increase in minimum wage in July and being able to stay competitive.  Marty provided the Council with the list of guards, their experience, and a wage scale proposal.  Motion made by Boston to increase all wages by .25 from their current wage.  Motion died due to lack of second.  Council was in favor of Marty’s proposal but had concerns about the budget.  After reviewing the budget Council felt there was money in the budget to adjust the wages according to Marty’s scale.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve Marty’s proposal to increase the wages using the lower end of the scale for the guards: 4 years experience $7.30, 3 years experience $7.05, 2 years experience $6.80, and first year $6.55.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Davis.  Voting no; Boston.  Motion carried.  Further discussion included that the swim team coaches would keep their coaching hours separate from normal pool hours, eliminating any overtime.
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of the Harlan House Gas Utility Bill. Jack and Chris Lewis were present to address the Council.  Discussion included: The Harlan House gas meter had a broken index causing an error in the readings.  The error wasn’t noticed for several months.  The City reviewed the months where no usage was recorded and did an average of the past several years to come up with an estimated amount of usage.  Chris Lewis explained to the Council that the average is not a true picture as this was the first year the house hasn’t been occupied on a regular basis during those months.  In addition to the vacancy, the Lewis’ had also added electric heat to cut down on the gas usage.  Council felt that the bill needed to be re-evaluated and felt that a flat amount of $500 would be fair.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the amount of $500.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the delinquent account of Linda Province.  Linda Province was present to direct the Council.  Linda requested to have until the end of the month to pay her current balance.  Council asked if there was any amount that she could pay now, and Linda explained she could pay $50.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to have Linda pay $50 on 4/8/09 and to have the current balance paid in full by May 1st.  If balance isn’t paid in full by May 1st services will be discontinued.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis, and Brown. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the electrical concerns at the ball fields.  Mike Konert and Ed Long were present to direct the Council.  Discussion included:  during the set up of the new power poles for the little field the main line was snagged.  The concern was that there were no fuses to the existing fields which pose a serious danger.  NPPD advises updating to an 800 amp breaker with disconnects.  The total approximate cost for this project is $14000.  Originally the Council budgeted $2500 for the project of lighting the small field.  Council suggested working with NPPD to work out a plan to get the projected completed.  Once the Ball Association has a plan they will come back to the Council before budget time if additional funding is needed.
Mayor opened the floor to the Fire Department Roster.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the current roster.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the Destinations Guide Advertisement.  Discussion included:  This advertisement has been paid by the Chamber in the past.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis not to pay for the advertisement and to notify the Chamber.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the Nuisance Ordinance 09-407-1.  Discussion included:  Amendments were made to paragraph one in Section H., along with changes in the fines to match state statutes.  Council member Wickham introduced Ordinance number 09-407-1 entitled as follows:  AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ALMA, NEBRASKA, TO AMEND SECTIONS 4-401 AND 4-402 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF ALMA, NEBRASKA; TO GENERALLY AND SPECIFICALLY DEFINE NUISANCES; TO DECLARE DEAD AND DISEASED TREES AS A NUISANCE; TO AMEND SECTION 4-403 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF ALMA, NEBRASKA TO PROVIDE FOR THE ENFORCEMENT OF VIOLATIONS OF THE PROVISIONS OF SECTIONS 4-401 AND 4-402 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE; TO AMEND SECTION 4-404 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF ALMA, NEBRASKA TO PROVIDE FOR ENFORCEMENT OF THIS ORDINANCE; TO AMEND SECTION 4-501 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE TO PROVIDE A PENALTY FOR VOILATION OF THIS ORDINANCE; TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES TO THE CONTRARY, AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different dates be suspended.  There being no discussion upon the motion made, and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of this ordinance.  This ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Davis moved for final passage of this ordinance and said motion was seconded by Wickham.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the Super Outpost Motel. Discussion included:  agreement from October 7, 2008 Council meeting has not been met.  Council felt they need to proceed with the abatement.  Attorney Duncan suggested petitioning for an injunction.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to have the mayor sign the petition for an injunction.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston. Abstain: Brown. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Mayor and Councilmen communication.  Discussion included:  Davis brought up concerns of not purchasing the carpet for the office remodel project locally.  Clerk explained that a quote was obtained from the local business for consideration.  This issue has been discussed at City Staff Meetings and going forward the situation will be handled locally.  Wickham is concerned with individuals who pay rent for a community building, but are told that they aren’t allowed to adjust the heat.  Waring will check into this.  Wickham is also concerned with the Torrey property at 205 1st. Wickham is still receiving several complaints about the property.  Mayor informed the Council that the Board of Health will continue to work on the property.  Mayor Haeker gave a recap of the Board of Health meeting that was held prior to the Regular City Council Meeting.  205 1st, the change in the Nuisance Ordinance should help, along with enforcement of building permit requirements. 402 1st, building inspector will conduct an inspection and will report back to the Board any findings.  811 7th, is in the process of scheduling a burn with the Alma Fire Department.  110 James, nuisance was taken care of by the property owner.  AC-2 Lot 2, 3rd ADD, is currently in bankruptcy and Attorney Duncan will be sending a letter to the bankruptcy trustee to obtain a deadline for the bankruptcy.  917 Division, is in bankruptcy and the same procedure will be followed as the AC-2 Lot 2, 3rd ADD property.  AC-2 All 2nd ADD, property owner will be sent written notification that if the City isn’t notified by April 27th, the City will proceed with the abatement.  Crystal Massey was present to give the Council a recap of the first roller skating night.  Chuck Meisenbach inquired about the sound system for the Auditorium. Waring informed Chuck the new system has been received and is ready for use. 

Motion made by Boston seconded by Brown for adjournment at 6:55 o’clock p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Boston, Brown, Davis and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
