MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
May 19, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 19th day of May, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Boston, Brown, Wickham. Absent: Davis. Also  attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, Mike Konert, Stuart Gilbertson, Susan Hollertz, Brian Olin, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of May 19, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Boston and seconded by Brown to approve the minutes from May 5, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Brown, and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of May 5 -May 19, 2009. Discussion included:  Need to discuss off season hours with pool management. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: Motion made by Brown seconded by Wickham to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Wickham and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of providing an easement for Charter Communications.  Brian Olin an employee of Charter Communications explained that they would like to serve the Nebraska Dept. of Roads with fiber optic cable.  This easement will be similar to the one previously done with Megavision and the Library. Attorney Duncan will draw up the easement. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to allow the easement with Charter Communications.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of 23 N John Utility Account.  Susan Hollertz provided the Council with a letter of response and asked the Council to review it.  Susan is disputing the water reading from her March 1st bill which includes service charges from January 15th through February 15th.   Discussion included:  Susan believes the water meter is faulty and that the 376,000 gallons of water that registered through the meter is incorrect. Susan purchased the building in 2006 to start up an Interior Design business.  Susan reported to the previous City Administrator that there was a small drip coming off of her water meter.  Susan informed the Council that at that time Water Superintendent Dietz tightened the bolts on the meter.  Utility Superintendent Pfeil informed the Council that there was no gas usage reported from January 15th through February 15th.   Pfeil also explained that when he double checked the water readings to make sure they were accurate and found that an additional 6,000 gallons of water had gone through the meter.  Pfeil also explained to Susan that the City is only responsible for the delivery of service and the equipment up to the curb stop.  The property owner is responsible for any connections and meters between the point of disbursement and the curb stop.  Susan questioned why she was never told that she owned the meter.  Mayor Haeker suggested the City include this information in the next utility bill to make residents aware of their responsibilities. Mayor Haeker suggested splitting the cost of the water with Susan. Susan still felt that the meter was faulty.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to leave bill as is due to the circumstances presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of roller skating at the City Auditorium.  Crystal Massey requested the item be placed on the agenda after receiving several requests to continue the program.  Council didn’t see any issues with extending her contract, but had concerns of the summer heat and leaving the doors open.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to allow the contract to be extended through August.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.   Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Resolution 2009-5 for the transfer of the Cable TV franchise from Pinpoint to Cable Nebraska.  Stuart Gilbertson explained that Cable Nebraska currently has 15,000 customers and provides telecommunication services to 22 communities.  They plan to tie Alma, Red Cloud, and Franklin with fiber optic cable.  This will increase the types of services that are available.  Customers in Alma can expect to see options in the channel line up with a basic plan costing approximately $40.00. The company is looking to employ a local serviceman.  This transfer of ownership is expected to be completed by July 1, 2009.  Council member Wickham introduced Resolution 2009-5 APPROVING TRANSFER OF FRANCHISE FROM PINPOINT TO CABLE NEBRASKA and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Boston.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Ball Association and their request for playground equipment.  Mike Konert requested that the old red swings and red jungle gym be placed over at the ball fields. Mike requested that the City remove the equipment for the Ball Association, and that the Ball Association would then be in charge of completing the installation of the equipment at the ball fields.  Concerns of safety and mowing around equipment were raised.  Konert explained that they would leave enough room between the equipment and the fence for the mower.  Once height and spacing of equipment is decided Clerk Gall will contact a representative from Outdoor Recreation about the safety fall zones.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the relocation of the red swings and the red jungle gym to the ball fields.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the Special Liquor License request for Rotary.  Discussion included:  License is for the “BRAN” event that will be held June 8th.  Rotary is requesting the license for an outdoor beer garden to be held at the City Park.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the special liquor license for the Rotary “BRAN” event on June 8th, 2009.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the exterminator proposals.  City Administrator Waring provided the Council with 3 estimates for treating the termite problem at the City Auditorium and Caring Cupboard.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to accept the bid from Reliable Pest Control Services, Inc. The proposal consisted of one treatment for $3,375.00 and an annual inspection and retreatment if necessary for fours years at a cost of $340.00.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote the following voted yes;  Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the surveillance cameras.  Discussion included:  Currently the school and courthouse have systems in place.  Recent vandalism activity shows a need for the City to have a system in place.  Several different options and price ranges are available.  Council felt it would be in their best interest to have Administrator Waring and Attorney Duncan continue to research the idea and come up with a proposal for the Council.
Mayor opened the floor to the Resolution 2009-6 authorizing the City of Alma to represent the Alma Public School in the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Councilmen Brown introduced Resolution 2009-6 AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF ALMA TO ACT ON BEHALF OF THE ALMA PUBLIC SCHOOL IN THE PREPARATION OF THE MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Wickham.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Wickham, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the memorial policy.  Discussion included:  Memorials will be accepted as they are received, but donor needs to have Council approval.  Motion made by Boston, seconded by Brown to have Councils approval before any donation is accepted.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Brown, and Wickham.   There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the open comment period.  Attorney Duncan will be bringing a Resolution to the next meeting regarding the National Flood Plain.  This resolution needs to be adopted in order for the City to participate in any projects with the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Wickham felt the City needs to do some type of thank you for the volunteers who have worked on the Veterans Memorial.  Boston explained the Legion is planning a dedication event to be held on June 28, 2009.  Brown informed the Council that community hours are being served to the City by doing some maintenance and clean up at the ball fields.  Administrator Waring informed the Council that a bench memorial will be placed at Pheasant Ridge Trail.  Also Waring received some refinancing information regarding the water bonds.  Tentatively Ameritas will attend the next meeting to review the issue.  Mayor Haeker was asked to keep the boy scouts, girl scouts, and other various group in mind when the City has projects.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown for adjournment at 6:57 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
