MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
May 5, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 5th day of May, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham.  Also  attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, Bill Padroza, Pam Robinson, Crystal Massey, Tom Moulton, Ron Latter, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of May 5, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Boston and seconded by Davis to approve the minutes from April 21, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis, and Wickham.  Abstain:  Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of April 21- May 5, 2009. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: Administrator is waiting to hear back from companies regarding the refinancing of the bonds. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the Neighborhood Stabilization Public Hearing at 5:32 p.m. There was no one present to offer testimony, Mayor left the meeting open until a later time. 
Bill Padroza of Miller and Associates reviewed some of the documents that needed to be approved for the Neighborhood Stabilization grant application. Council member Davis introduced Resolution 2009-4 AUTHORIZING CHIEF ELECTED OFFICIAL TO SIGN ALL GRANT RELATED PAPERWORK FOR NSP GRANT and moved its adoption. The motion was seconded by Wickham. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Administrator Waring discussed the 504 Plan and the need to have an action plan in place.  Administrator Waring provided copies of a self evaluation and transition plan for the City of Alma.  This is an evolving plan and is something the City will have to keep current and update as needed.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the 504 Plan self evaluation and transition plan.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor asked if any one was present to offer testimony concerning an application to the Department of Economic Development for a Neighborhood Stabilization Grant.  Since there was no one wishing to offer any testimony the Mayor closed the hearing at 5:40 p.m.  

   Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of the utility account for 23 N John  Owner requested item be placed on the agenda, as she is disputing her utility bill.  Owner was not present.  Discussion included:  Utility Superintendent explained to the Council that while reading meters a large amount of water usage was indicated which resulted in an emergency shut off of services. Owner was notified of such usage.  Owner is disputing the 376,000 gallons that registered through the meter.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to reject the dispute and to expect payment of services, if services are not paid to follow through with the disconnect process.  Further discussion included that the owner would be allowed to make payment arrangements if needed.  There being no further discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Mayor opened the floor to the old playground equipment.  Discussion included: all pre-existing playground equipment will be removed from the park.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to declare the old playground equipment surplus, therefore allowing sealed bids for the items that have been declared to be safe to be accepted until 3pm on June 2, 2009.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  Ads will be placed in both newspapers.

Mayor opened the floor to the utility billing procedure.  Treasurer Wilson has provided Council with a procedure that would access a $25.00 service fee to those who require a disconnect door hanger notice or require an extension for payment.  The service fee would help cover the expenses of office personnel and paperwork. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the proposal as written.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following vote yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  Further discussion included on how to notify the public.  This notification will be added in the next utility bill statement and the service charge will be effective starting June 1, 2009.

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of a concrete bench memorial.  Pam Robison was present to request Council approval for a concrete bench memorial to be placed over by the Firehall.  Discussion included:  Council was in favor of the memorial but felt that going forward there was a need to have guidelines in place for receiving memorials.  Concerns on what items are acceptable, placement of items etc.  Pam explained Bill’s service as a Fireman and EMT.  The bench in the proposal is a stone bench with a granite base.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve the memorial.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to the Open Comment Period. Mayor explained that at this time only comments from the public and Council can be made.  No discussions or motions are made at this time.  If an item warrants more discussion it will be placed as an agenda item in the future. Boston would like to submit more addressed to the Board of Health.  A flag memorial for the Veterans Memorial at the park has been tentatively scheduled for June 28th.  Attorney Duncan is working on wireless surveillance cameras and asked if anyone has knowledge on the topic to contact him.  Clerk Gall updated Council that the poured in place rubber surface was to be installed on Wednesday and that there were conflicts with the tentative ribbon cutting.  Clerk Gall will inform Council when a date has been finalized.  Wickham questioned if the street sweeper was running.  Pfeil explained that they have been following the schedule of doing the downtown on Fridays and the entire town once a month.  Brown has lined up some kids who have community hours to do some work out at the ball fields.  Administrator Waring will be gone for the rest of the week.  Crystal Massey provided the Council with a list of names who would like to see roller skating continue.  Crystal requested to be on the agenda for the next meeting.  Ron Latter with South Central Sanitation was present to discuss the City wide clean up.  The total tonnage was 94,989.  This amount is down from last year. Ron commented on the success of the program and of the great effort of the kids.  Tom Moulton brought up dog control and the need to enforce dog licensing.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis for adjournment at 6:36 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
