MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
June 16, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 16th day of June, 2009 at 5:30 o'clock p.m.

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham. Also  attending; Administrator Waring, Clerk Gall, Treasurer Wilson, Attorney Duncan, Superintendent Pfeil, Gary Wheeler, Marty Wolfe, Tom Moulton, Dustin Johnson, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House and Pat Underwood. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of June 16, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker attending.  

Motion made by Brown seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Boston, Davis and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Motion made by Wickham and seconded by Davis to approve the minutes from June 2, Regular Meeting as written. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of June 2- June 16, 2009. Discussion included:  recreation fund: question on sand that was ordered. Order was made by Mike Konert.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. Discussion included: Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis, Wickham, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of the Alma Pool.  Marty Wolfe discussed the number of season pool passes that have been sold: 41 family and 16 individual passes.  Adult Exercise classes are up and going and swim lessons will be starting next week.  Marty also provided the Council with a list of items that need to be repaired: water fountain in pool area needs replaced, baby pool is not circulating properly, water line to sink in Women’s bathroom needs replaced, deep end lifeguard chair needs to be repaired or replaced, replace broken window in Women’s bathroom and the need to discuss replacing parts on the heater and a new vacuum during budget discussions.  
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of the Veteran’s Memorial.  Gary Wheeler informed the Council that there will be a dedication for the Memorial on June 28th at 2pm.  Gary requested to use the chairs from the City Auditorium and possibly bleachers from the ball fields.  Fort Riley Color Guard will be present along with several local Legion members; and a guest speaker from Lincoln.  Gary will work with Russ on finalizing the details.
Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of surveillance cameras.  Dustin Johnson with Platte Valley Communications provided the Council with a proposal.  Dustin discussed the different options and the type of systems that are available.  The type of wireless system discussed would be wired through the Sheriff’s department and would include mobile cameras that could be moved if necessary.  Platte Valley Communications will be sending some links that will allow the Council to view the system at work, along with references.  Council will need to make more of a decision as to what exactly they are wanting.  Steve will continue to work with Pat Duncan on this issue.

Mayor opened the floor to any discussion upon the Mayor Board Appointees.  

Motion by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve Mayor Board Appointees; Zoning Adjustment- Floyd Schippert 2011, Tom Moulton 2010, Bruce Ring 2010, Zoning/Planning –Floyd Schippert 2011, Library Board- Jerry McDonald 2009. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston, and Davis. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the mosquito spraying.  Council members felt the spraying last year helped control the situation and would like to see the City spray again this year.  Steve will need to contact the City of Franklin to see if it would be possible to spray before the Veteran’s Memorial Dedication and the Fourth of July.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to spray the City of Alma for mosquitos.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
Council Member Wickham introduced Ordinance No. 06-1609-1 entitled as follows: AN ORDINANCE DESIGNED TO MEET STATE AND FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE NATIONAL FLOOD INSURANCE PROGRAM FOR COMMUNITIES IDENTIFIED AS FLOOD PRONE BUT HAVE NOT RECEIVED DETAILED FLOOR INSURANCE STUDY INFORMATION  and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Boston seconded the motion.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown. This ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Wickham moved for final passage of this ordinance and said motion was seconded by Davis.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, Brown, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  This Ordinance will be published in pamphlet form.
Council member Davis introduced Resolution 2009-8 FLOOD PLAIN MANAGEMENT CONTROL MEASURES and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Wickham.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the surplus of City Equipment.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to declare the old soundboard surplus and to allow the City to advertise for sealed bids.  Discussion included:  Sealed bids will be accepted through July 7th and will close at 3 o’clock p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the expansion of the RV Park.  Discussion included: Current thoughts are to increase lot spaces by 10-20.  This plan would require a transformer, sewer/water lines, additional entrances etc. The plans will need to be drawn up by an engineer and the Council should be involved with those plans. The current contract with the Army Corp of Engineers is through 2018.  Steve will continue to work on this.
Mayor opened the floor to the Alma Development Corporations request for $1400.00 in additional funds.  The Council questioned what the $10,000 previously given was used for.  Council is requesting information before any additional funds will be given.  Steve will contact Don Whitmire about this issue.

Mayor opened the floor to the Letter of Resignation.  Mayor Haeker informed the Council that no action was needed on this topic as it was resolved.

Mayor opened the floor to the City Administrator Report.  South Street Project- waiting on state to approve our Engineer, and the possibility of receiving stimulus funding.  Brown Street- should hear something by the middle of July regarding the CDBG grant that was submitted.  National Stabilization Program interview went well, but there is a lot of competition.  Fluoridation specs are being done by Miller and Associates.  Steve will be attending a Watchable Wildlife meeting in Funk.  The meeting focuses on the use of Economic Development and Tourism.  State Aid and Municipality Funds were just received from the state.  Nuisances:  Local person is interested in purchasing the Fees building and the Council will be provided with a synopsis of current properties at each meeting.  Doubet’s case is currently in litigation and if discussed should be placed on the agenda and discussed during closed session.
Mayor opened the floor to the open comment period.  Boston would like to discuss how the pool hours are recorded and would like to review the wages. Davis felt the pool should be kept in the back of our minds as the maintenance issues should be fixed by someone other than Marty.  Need to stay on top of issues so that we aren’t fixing equipment during the season.  Davis also has a list of yards that need to be moved, and some empty lots that are a concern.  Attorney Duncan will continue to work with Platte Valley Communications on getting the links provided to the Council to review before next meeting. Wickham informed the Council he will be absent July 7th.  Wickham would also like to look at replacing the welcome flags.  Brown informed the Council that he felt the NSP interview went well.  There are 53 communities applying for funds.  Street repairs are going well and community response is good.  Also there have been issues with people bringing dogs to the ball fields.  Posting “no dogs” was brought up and the suggestion will be given to the Ball Association.  Wilson informed the Council that over 30 of the new radio read meters have been installed and the system is up and running.  Wilson also attended court with general collections in which Russ was complimented on his utility management records.

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis for adjournment at 7:07 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
