MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
October 20, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 20th day of October 2009.  

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Brown and Wickham. Also attending; Treasurer Wilson, Administrator Waring, Attorney Duncan, Superintendent Pfeil, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Ron Hawley, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House, Pat Underwood, Tom Moulton, Angie Bellware, Mark Bellware. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, then proceeded to call the regular meeting of October 20, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker. 

Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis, Wickham and Brown. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion of the October 6, 2009 Regular Minutes as written included:  There was no discussion. Motion made by Brown seconded by Wickham to approve the minutes. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Wickham, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of October 7-October 20, 2009.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. There was no discussion.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis, Brown and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of policy on reconnections after customer is disconnected for nonpayment.  Discussion by Treasurer Wilson informed council of notices customers receive prior to the time they need to respond and make arrangements for reconnection.  The amended policy requires that customers that have been disconnected for nonpayment arrange to have reconnection by 3:00 p.m.  The time required for reconnection and testing for gas leaks will require overtime by employees if started after 3:00 p.m. weekdays or on weekends.  If reconnection starts after 3:00 p.m. weekdays or on weekends, there will be an additional $75 fee to cover the added expense.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve policy amendment as discussed.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Davis and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of approving Airport Amended Appraisal Agreement.  Discussion included information on additional appraisal fee of $2,500 for environmental issues on one of the parcels being appraised.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve Airport Amended Appraisal Agreement as discussed.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of approving an ad in Harlan Holiday as in prior years.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve an ad in Harlan Holiday.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of special liquor license for Rotary Winterfest.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Boston to approve the special liquor license as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, Brown and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.  

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of RV Park electrical upgrade and award of bid for same.  Discussion included the receipt of bids from Jeff’s Electric in the amount of $19,500 and from Marquardt Electric in the amount of $52,350.  The bids included basically the same specifications with the exception of dual pedestals instead of single pedestals for between the two pads. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve award bid to Jeff’s Electric.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.   


Mayor opened the floor to the Administrator Report.  We are receiving and reviewing resumes for the City Clerk position.  Interviews are being set up and copies of resumes are being forwarded to Mayor and Council. We continue working to resolve the nuisances we are dealing with, Johnson Center paint projects with the Alma Rotary, demolitions, engineer proposals, grant submissions and follow-up, rezoning and zoning issues reviewed with City Attorney.  An issue concerning views being blocked at intersections has been raised due to an accident at an intersection.  We will be reviewing our ordinances dealing with this and see if we need to address this issue further.  It is important for property owners to be aware of potential liability issues they may have and address problem areas.  If property owners do not address problem areas, the City will need to see that they are aware  and address them.      

    
Mayor opened the floor to the open comment period.  Wickham questioned status of 3rd Street property burn and was advised that it was one of the last scheduled for burn.  He also questioned when property north of town is scheduled for trial and was advised it is set for November 25, 2009.  Treasurer Wilson advised Council that the policy for compost keys is being reviewed and that a revision would be brought to the next meeting.  Mayor Haeker asked who farms the 112 acres near the sewer lagoon for a response to FSA.  Superintendent Pfeil advised that Travis Dunse and Dick Coe have been mowing and putting it up for hay so the City doesn’t have to mow per Council direction.  Ron Hawley advised that the Airport primary survey was completed September 14th and the appraisal review is in progress now.  


Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis for adjournment at 5:55 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes:  Wickham, Davis, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
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
