MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
November 17, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 17th day of November 2009 at 5:30 o’clock p.m.  

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Boston, Brown and Wickham. Also attending; Treasurer Wilson, Administrator Waring, Attorney Duncan, Superintendent Pfeil, LaDonna Schluterbusch, Ginger Jensen, Cathy House, Tom Moulton, Craig Schultz, John Mintzmyer. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, and then proceeded to call the regular meeting of November 17, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker.  Absent:  Davis. 

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston and Brown. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion of the November 3, 2009 Regular Minutes as written included:  There was no discussion. Motion made by Boston seconded by Wickham to approve the minutes. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of November 4-November 17, 2009.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. There was no discussion.  Motion made by Brown seconded by Boston to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Boston and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to a Public Hearing to consider amending the Official Zoning Map of the Planning Jurisdiction of Alma, Nebraska at 5:32 p.m.  City Administrator Waring reviewed the area CHS Agri Service Center requested to rezone north of their facility on 10th Street in the City Planning Jurisdiction.  The Planning Commission considered the Zoning change and approved a resolution recommending City Council approval of the zoning change from Residential Single Family (R-1) to Industrial (I).  Craig Schultz and John Mintzmyer of Agri Service Center were present to address any questions or concerns raised.  There were no questions presented.  Mayor closed the Public Hearing at 5:37 p.m.

Council member Boston introduced Ordinance number 11-1709-1 entitled as follows:  AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF ALMA, NEBRASKA TO CHANGE THE ZONING DISTRICT OF A TRACT OF LAND FROM RESIDENTIAL SINGLE (R-1) TO INDUSTRIAL (I) AND TO AMEND THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP ACCORDINGLY; TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES TO THE CONTRARY; AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Wickham moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different dates be suspended and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Wickham seconded the motion.    There being no discussion upon the motion made, and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham and Brown.  The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of this ordinance.  This ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Wickham moved for final passage of this ordinance and said motion was seconded by Brown.  There being no discussion upon the motion made, and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.    

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of roller skating contract.  City Treasurer Wilson advised Council that no payment has been received since contract was executed August 18,2009.  There has been no response to calls for an explanation.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to cancel contract, collect keys and bill for use.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of Alma Development Corporation request for funds in the new fiscal year in the amount of $10,904.07.  City Treasurer Wilson advised Council that $10,000 has been budgeted for this fiscal year.  Council discussed need for more discussion with Alma Development Corporation or other source of funding for the increase.  Motion made by Brown seconded by Boston to approve payment of $10,000.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Boston and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of new City maintenance shed.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve preliminary plans and specs for city storage building and authorize advertising for same with bids to be received by December 14, 2009 for award December 15, 2009.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of change order for additional costs involved with electrical upgrade of RV Park.  City Administrator Waring advised Council of the change in metering points requiring additional equipment and labor.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Brown to approve change order for additional costs not to exceed $2,000.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Brown and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of Don Jardon’s request to use the Auditorium Mon., Wed. and Fri. for his walking group December – March.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve use of Auditorium as requested.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to the discussion of preliminary public gas partners gas supply pool no. 3 agreement as a member of NPGA.  Utility Superintendent Pfeil advised of option through NPGA to broaden our natural gas supply options.  Council Member Wickham questioned who other participants are.  Superintendent Pfeil advised that a representative of NPGA would be at the next meeting for discussion of participants and that a final draft of the agreement would be available for City Attorney Duncan’s review. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of Mayor’s nomination for appointments to the Library Board.  Mayor Haeker nominated Jerry McDonald for the term ending December 2013.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve appointment as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.   


Mayor opened the floor to the Administrator Report.  Administrator Waring updated Council on nuisances, RV Park Electric improvement, planning and zoning, City Clerk interviews and possible appointment at next meeting, Planning Commission Meeting November 16th considering a change in zoning for a property north of the elevator.  

    
Mayor opened the floor to the open comment period.  Council Member Boston advised of a street problem on the south side of First Street between Post Office and Frontier.  Council Member Wickham wished Ginger Jensen well in her move to Florida.  Superintendent Pfeil reminded Council John Harms of NPGA would be at the next meeting. 


Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston for adjournment at 6:11 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes: Wickham, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
