MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
December 1, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 1st day of December 2009 at 5:30 o’clock p.m.  

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Davis, Boston, Brown and Wickham. Also attending; Treasurer Wilson, Administrator Waring, Attorney Duncan, Superintendent Pfeil, Cathy House, Pat Underwood, Rhonda Hogeland, Tom Moulton, John Harms and Travis Mason. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, and then proceeded to call the regular meeting of December 1, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Davis, Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker.  

Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston, Davis and Brown. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion of the November 17, 2009 Regular Minutes as written included:  There was no discussion. Motion made by Boston seconded by Brown to approve the minutes. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Brown, Davis and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of November 18-December 1, 2009.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Brown seconded by Wickham to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Wickham, Davis and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of Public Gas Partners Gas Supply Pool No.3 Agreement –with NPGA.  John Harms of NPGA gave an overview of the proposed agreement.  The agreement is for a group of municipal gas systems to purchase gas reserves allowing them to maintain a supply of gas with a base price which should help maintain a more level supply and price.  City Attorney Duncan questioned the tax obligation of the City under section 11.11 of contract and requested clarification.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Boston to table this item and consideration of the authorizing ordinance until the next meeting.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, Brown and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of engineering agreement with Miller and Associates. Travis Mason of Miller and Associates discussed the proposed engineering agreement.  Mr. Miller advised that the proposal is in the amount of $54,980.  Mr. Miller advised that he will meet with affected residents and property owners at approximate 60-70% completion of plans.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve engineering agreement with Miller and Associates as reviewed.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of Chicken Dance Trail and approval of letter of support and donation to the project.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve letter of support and donation of up to $500.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, and Brown.  The following voted against the motion:  Boston.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of advertising for pool manager and swim team coach.  Discussion included direction by Council to staff to advertise for the positions separately as well as combined for Council consideration.  Council also directed that staff advertise once in each local paper on successive weeks in January.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of donation to NRWA for the help with the chlorinating & fluoridation processes.  Discussion included Superintendent Pfeil recommendation for donation to Nebraska Rural Water Association for their assistance over the years in maintaining and improving our water system with no fees.  Motion by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve donation to NRWA in the amount of $300.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

 Mayor opened the floor to discussion of approval for Wilma Nash and James Long to serve another term ending in 2014 on the Alma Housing Authority Board.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Davis to approve appointments as requested. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Davis and Brown.  Abstaining; Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of approval of Mayor nomination of City Clerk position.  Mayor Haeker nominated Emily Anderson to serve as City Clerk.  Emily will start December 7, 2009 at $29,500/year with an increase to $30,000/year after completion of the first year of Clerk School in March, 2010. There was no other discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve nomination as requested.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the Administrator Report.  Administrator Waring updated Council on nuisances, tree grant for 50% of cost of trees purchased from a certified nursery, hosting South Platte Chamber of Commerce meeting in Alma January 12, 2010 at the Golf Course, work on contracts and CDBG Notice of Release of Funds.  

    
Mayor opened the floor to the open comment period.  There were no comments.  


Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown for adjournment at 6:45 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes: Wickham, Brown, Boston and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
