MINUTE RECORD FOR CITY OF ALMA
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
December 15, 2009
A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Alma, Nebraska was held at the Office of the City Clerk in said City on the 15th day of December, 2009 at 5:30 o’clock p.m.  

Present were: Mayor Haeker. Council Members: Boston, Brown and Wickham. Davis joined the meeting late at 5:34 p.m. Also attending; Treasurer Wilson, Clerk Anderson, Administrator Waring, Attorney Duncan, Superintendent Pfeil, Cathy House, Pat Underwood, LaDonna Schluterbusch, and Tom Moulton. Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting and publication, designated methods for giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all members of the Council. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereinafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Mayor Haeker advised the public that the Open Meetings Act was posted on the north wall, and then proceeded to call the regular meeting of December 15, 2009 to order and the following business was transacted.

Roll Call: Boston, Brown, Wickham, and Mayor Haeker. Absent: Davis
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston that it is hereby determined that this meeting was previously publicized, duly convened and is in open session. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Boston and Brown. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion of the December 1, 2009 Regular Minutes as written included:  Boston made a Motion to amend the December 1, 2009 Regular Minutes to correctly reflect his vote in opposition of the Chicken Dance Trail donation motion. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the minutes with said correction. There being no discussion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Brown, and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

  Council Member Davis arrived at this time 5:34 p.m.
  Mayor opened the floor to discussion on the claims and invoices for the period of December 2 – December 15, 2009.  There was no discussion.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to approve the claims as presented.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Brown, Wickham, Davis, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 

Mayor opened the floor to discussion on Treasurer’s Report. There was no discussion.  Motion made by Boston seconded by Brown to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of Public Gas Partners Gas Supply Pool No.3 Agreement –with NPGA.  The agreement is for a group of municipal gas systems to purchase gas reserves allowing them to maintain a supply of gas with a base price which should help maintain a more level supply and price.  City Attorney Duncan received clarification on the tax obligation issue presented at last Council meeting and voiced no further concerns about the agreement.  Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis to approve the agreement.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Boston, Brown, and Wickham.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Council Member Wickham introduced Ordinance No. 12-0109-1 entitled as follows: AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF AN AGREEMENT REGARDING GAS SUPPLY POOL NO. 3 WITH NATIONAL PUBLIC GAS AGENCY; TO PRESCRIBE THE TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT; AND RELATED MATTERS. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Davis moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different dates be suspended. There being no discussion upon the motion made, and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, Davis and Brown. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of this ordinance.  This ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Davis moved for final passage of this ordinance and said motion was seconded by Wickham.  The Mayor then stated the question, “Shall Ordinance Number 12-0109-1 be passed and adopted?” Upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. 
Mayor opened the floor to discussion of a matching grant available for the purchase of trees. Discussion included the Council agreeing that the City Park would be the best choice for placement of the trees. Council discussed acquiring public donations which could be designated for the City Park, Golf Course or Ball field. Motion made by Davis seconded by Brown to authorize the City to spend a maximum of $300 for the trees. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown, and Boston.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion and review of the two Bids received for the new City maintenance shed. Discussion included the terms and conditions of both bids and financing options. Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to approve Cleary Building Corp’s proposal in the amount of $34,950 total. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Davis, Wickham, Brown, and Boston. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of trash rates. Discussion included an overview of the contract with South Central Sanitation providing for an eight percent (8%) increase in 2010 which the City will need to pass onto its customers. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston to approve the eight percent (8%) increase to the 2010 Trash Rates and pass the cost of said increase onto customers.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Brown, Boston, and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

 Mayor opened the floor to discussion of the election of City Council President. There was no discussion. Motion made by Boston seconded by Wickham to appoint Council Member Davis as Council President. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Boston, Wickham, and Brown. Abstaining; Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Mayor opened the floor to discussion of appointments to various Committees and Boards and review of the updated member listing. Administrator Waring reported that he phoned each member eligible for reappointment to confirm whether they wanted to remain on their board. There are several vacancies on various boards. Administrator Waring requested the Council to give him suggestions for replacements as advertising the vacancies in the past has not been productive. There was no other discussion. Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to accept the Committee and Board listing as submitted and to search for replacements to fill any vacancies. There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Mayor opened the floor to the City Administrator Report. Administrator Waring updated Council on nuisances, hosting South Platte Chamber of Commerce meeting in Alma January 12, 2010 at the Golf Course with the Rotary serving the dinner, and research on upcoming demolition and energy grants.      

Mayor opened the floor to the open comment period.  Administrator Waring updated Council on the status of rewiring the electricity at the RV Park and stated the project is over half done and two or three days are needed to complete the project when weather allows. Pat Underwood from Kearney Hub asked for clarification on the dimensions of the new City maintenance shed which is 60’ x 80’ x 14’.  Council Member Wickham relayed concerns from citizens about the icy streets and the possibility of removing more snow from the streets. Wickham asked for the status of pending property burns.  Wickham voiced concerns he received from a Library Board Member about several potholes around the Library needing to be fixed. 
Motion made by Wickham seconded by Brown to go into Executive Session to discuss current litigation at 6:23 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown. There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Davis seconded by Wickham to reconvene in regular session at 6:37 p.m.   There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes; Wickham, Davis, Boston, and Brown.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.


Motion made by Wickham seconded by Boston for adjournment at 6:40 p.m.  There being no discussion upon the motion made and upon roll call vote, the following voted yes: Wickham, Brown, Boston. and Davis.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried.
